SPIFFING UP YOUR ITEMS MAKES YOU MONEY

PREPARING YOUR ITEMS

e A few minutes with an iron or a bit of cleaner will make your things
much more appealing to the buyer. Make sure it's ready to sell.

e Are all the buttons secure? Fasteners in working order? No ripped
seams?
